News about some upcoming performances of Wagner’s Works

Updated February 2012
Wagner Performances in 2012 in Amsterdam and Paris:
Dutch National Opera has Parsifal on its programme for 2012, commencing 12th June 2012, with nine performances. The cast is world class: Ventris, Rydl, Stuckmann, Lang, Marco-Buhrmester. The conductor is Ivan Fisher, with the Concertgebouw Orchestra.

Booking commences on 12th March 2012, at the box office (0031205518911) or online. Other dates are: June 15,18,21,25,28; July 2,5,8. Amsterdam is easily accessible by Aer Lingus (up to 7 flights per day from Dublin/Cork)
2 concert performances of Parsifal will be given in Paris in the Théâtre des Champs Elysées on March 6 and 9, 2012. Details on

Also in the Théâtre des Champs Elysées there are concert performances of Tristan und Isolde on 11 March 2012 and Die Walküre (with Lance Ryan, whom we saw in Karlsruhe) on 24 April 2012. 

Die Walküre:

We have received details of the 2011-2012 season at the Deutsche Oper Berlin:
There is a new production of Lohengrin (production by Kasper Holten) in April 2012 (15, 19, 22, 25, 28) and May (1). Among the revivals there will be two Ring cycles on the 10, 11, 14 and 18th September and on the 20, 21, 22 and 24th September 2011. This is the Götz Friedrich "time tunnel " production.  Further performances of Die Walküre will take place on the 25th and 28th May 2012. There will also be performances of Tannhäuser in the production seen by members on our trip last year on the 30th October, 13th November and the 18th and 21st December 2011 and Rienzi  on the 20,  26 and 30th April 2012. Lastly the production of Tristan and Isolde which was premiered this year will be revived on the 19th and 25th February 2012.
We hear from the Hamburg State Opera: 

that their production of Tristan und Isolde by Ruth Berghaus will be revived on the 28th and 31st May  and 3rd June 2012, while complete cycles of the Ring in the new Claus Guth production will be held on the 28th January, 5th  12th and 19th February 2012 and on the 1st, 4th,7th and 11th March 2012.  Der Fliegende Holländer will be revived on the 25th and 30th October, and 2nd November 2011 and on the 9th and 13th June 2012. Parsifal in the Robert Wilson production will be revived on the 6th, 22nd April and the 6th May 2012.
Concert Performances in Berlin: 

Marek Janowski is conducting concert performances of Wagner operas in the Philharmonie concert hall in Berlin - LOHENGRIN on 12 November 2011; TRISTAN und ISOLDE on 27 March 2012; TANNHÄUSER on 5 May 2012; DAS RHEINGOLD on 22 November 2012; DIE WALKÜRE on 24 November 2012; SIEGFRIED on 1 March 2013 and finally GÖTTERDÄMMERUNG on 15 March 2013.

We understand that there are still seats available, but Tristan is heavily booked. Interested members should act soon. The dates are September: Höllander,1st and 4th; Lohengrin 2nd and 5th; and finally, Tristan 6th.
The Ring in Paris 2013:
In 2013, to honour the bicentenary of the birth of Richard Wagner, the Paris Opera will be presenting the Ring Cycle in its entirety for the first time since 1957, an event unique in France.

Such an ambitious project called for an exceptional conductor, Philippe Jordan, Musical Director of the Paris Opera, whose Wagnerian vocation has already been recognized in Zurich and who will be conducting Wagner’s Parsifal in Bayreuth this summer.  It will be directed by Günter Krämer
All the resources of the Paris Opera will be brought into play along with the finest Wagnerian singers of their generation, including Sophie Koch, in the role of Fricka, Torsten Kerl as Siegfried, Janice Baird in the role of Brünnhilde and Lance Ryan (whom we saw in Karlsruhe) as Siegmund.
